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Special Place of Scenic Beauty — Ritsurin Garden
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Ritsurin Garden, a famous strolling-style daimyo (feudal lord) garden, was designated
as the 8% Special Place of Scenic Beauty in March 1953. It is the largest of Japan's
Cultural Property Gardens.

Under the Law for Protecting Cultural Properties, there are currently 24 traditional
gardens in Japan that are designated as Special Place of Scenic Beauty. Among these
gardens, 13 are temple gardens and 6 are daimyo gardens.
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
