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In 1597 Marugame Castle was started to construct
by Chikamasa lkoma who was assigned by trust of
Hideyoshi Toyotomi, in the site of Kameyama
Mountain as a branch castle of Takamatsu Castle.
Marugame Castle was abolished by the “Ikkoku
Ichijo Rei (Law of One Castle per Province)” in
1615; however, it was reconstructed by leharu
Yamazaki in 1643. Thereafter, in 1660 the castle
keep was completed by Takakazu Kyogoku, the
lord of Marugame Clan. The Marugame Castle keep
of the white wall is one of twelve existing wooden
castle keeps in Japan, the smallest in Japan as
well. As beautiful high stone walls and the castle
keep still exist, Marugame Castle is very popular
among castle lovers and it was designated as one
of “Japanese 100 Best Castles” in 2006.
